The title of the abstract should be typed in Title Format style, followed by the author names in Authors style with an empty line between them. Please use subscript numbers (1,2,3,…) to denote their respective affiliations and (*) to denote the corresponding author. Using the Affiliation style, insert the affiliations’ information (in the order of name, country) and corresponding author’s address, contact number and email address. 3-6 keywords should be provided in alphabetical order using the Keywords style. Include a heading “Abstract”, formatted with the Abstract Title style.
The main body of the abstract should be formatted in Main Body style. For a new paragraph, do not tab over or indent, just hit the Enter key. It will look like a double space between paragraphs. If you have special requirement regarding the template, please contact the organizers for help.
All the equations, figures and tables should be numbered in ascending order, with a short precise description (in CALIBRI font of size 10), and placed near the text where they are first referenced. They must be center-aligned. If a figure, a photograph, or a table were previously published, the author must obtain written approval from the original publisher. By submitting the paper, the author affirms that any necessary permission has been obtained. Please ensure that all the units are presented in SI units. If the units are non-SI units, please provide the SI equivalents (or conversion factors). Also, please use decimal point to denote the fractional part of the number and comma (optional) for the thousands separator. (ie, 3 thousand dollars and 5 cents = $3,000.05 or $3000.05)

All equations must be numbered in ascending order, with the equation centered-align and numbered in the form of “Eq. ( )” aligned on the right. You can simply achieve this by creating a single row of table with 2 columns; the first cell and second cell for the equation and the numbering respectively. Please leave a line of spacing before the equation. 
Please ensure that all figures and tables will fit inside the text area, and all text inside figures is legible; minimum of 10pt equivalent is required. Please ensure that your photos and figures should be in good printable quality (photos 300 DPI or more; and figures 150 DPI or more).

If it is an online reference, please provide the URL link and date accessed. Do make sure that the URL link is still accessible at the time of the abstract submission. (11 point Calibri)
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
